Veritas Core Policies

In our core, we strive to build a strong and meaningful community that enables every student to grow and learn.  In order to develop this community, all members must agree to abide by certain rules and norms.  These rules and norms were created to allow students to experience an optimum learning environment, by creating a classroom based upon respect and free of outside distractions. 

The Veritas Community “3 R’s:”

1.  Respect for Self.   2.  Respect for others.    3.  Responsibility for all your actions.

Electronics:

Electronic items including: cell phones, smartphones and personal music players are not to be used in the classroom unless requested by the teacher.  Students are asked to turn off their phones and put them away before entering the classroom. There is a zero tolerance approach to personal phone use in class.

If a student is caught or suspected of texting in class, or if their phone is seen out during class instruction, the teacher will subtract points from that student’s participation grade.  The phone may be confiscated, and participation points will be subtracted for each time the student uses the phone in class. Repeated use of cell phones in class will have a direct impact on the student’s overall class grade.

Tardies:
Being late to class causes the student to miss valuable information.  Not only are late arrivals disrupting to the individual student, the class as a whole is interrupted.  Students will lose participation points if they arrive late to class.  Repeated tardiness will have a direct impact on the student’s overall class grade.

Passes:

Each semester, students will be issued passes for each of their core classes.  The passes will not be replaced if they are lost.  These passes function in the following ways:



1.  Late Homework Pass

Late homework will ONLY be accepted with a Late Homework Pass.  Late work 
must be completed and turned in before the end of the unit.  The Late Homework Pass must be attached to the assignment for students to receive credit.  These passes cannot be used for final projects or final drafts of essays.


2.  Bathroom Pass

Students should be sure to visit the restroom during breaks and lunch.  Leaving the class to use the restroom should be limited to emergencies only.  In such cases, students may use a pass to go to the restroom during class.

3.  Extra Credit



Any passes not used can be redeemed for extra credit at the end of the semester.
